Purchased by CIM Group in 2003, the former office building at 1480 Vine St. has 

been converted into a thriving residential property, complete with 63 high-end           

apartment units and 7,000 sq. ft. of ground-level retail space.  

With four apartment units located on each floor (save for the larger residences on 

the top floors), each unit is a corner unit and offers spectacular 180-degree-plus 

view of Hollywood and beyond. The residences at Sunset Vine Tower range in size 

from 720 sq. ft. to 4,698 sq. ft.

B I D ,  C H A M B E R  K I C K  O FF  D E M O G R A P H I C  R E S E A R C H  P R O J E C T 

After a detailed RFP and candidate selection process, the Sunset & Vine BID and the Hollywood Entertainment District, in partnership with 

the Hollywood Chamber of Commerce, have officially kicked off the Hollywood Demographic Research Project. Firms BW Research             

Partnership and True North Research were selected by the Demographic Research Steering Committee to spearhead the undertaking, 

which will ultimately collect and analyze demographic and economic information on five core groups in Hollywood ñ visitors, workers,          

residents, students and investors. The Hollywood Demographic Research Project is the first-of-its-kind here in Hollywood. As part of the  

project kick off, BW Research Partnership and True North Research are collecting and analyzing secondary data on past studies done in the              

Hollywood community. Following this process, it is anticipated that the data collection portion of the project on the five aforementioned 

groups will commence in February and take several months to complete. Once the data collection is complete, the results will be analyzed 

and summarized in effort to help identify target markets and audiences, establish baseline measurements, and serve as the basis for          

strategic marketing and/or community planning in Hollywood.   

H O L L Y W O O D  U  I N I T I A T I V E  L E A D S  T O  

S U C C E S S  I N  H O U S I N G  S T U D E N T S 

When more than a dozen representatives from Hollywoodõs           

post-secondary schools came together in 2009 to talk about cross 

collaboration, one of the first issues that surfaced from a survey 

distributed to all participating schools, was a lack of student              

housing in the heart of Hollywood.  

Capital Foresight Director of Operations Scott Gray took heed and 

recently reported that between July and December of 2009,          

Capital Foresight filled 75 of their apartment units at Hollywood 

Off Vine building ñ located at 6212 La Mirada Ave. ñ with more 

than 100 students from the Hollywood U schools, including both 

the Los Angeles Film and Recording Schools. Gray additionally 

reported that at their current absorption rate ñ about 12 units per 

month ñ the  building will be full by  the end of February.

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On Dec. 10, 2009 the Los Angeles Planning Commission gave the official stamp of approval to the Columbia Square Project ñ the                 

mixed-use development proposed by AREA Property Partners that will occupy an entire city block at the historic Columbia Square site on 

Sunset Boulevard. As proposed, the development at 6121 Sunset Blvd. will consist of a 125-room boutique hotel, approximately 200 

residences, 350,000 sq. ft. of office space, 14,000 sq. ft. of retail space and a 3,500 sq. ft. pocket park that will be open to the public. 

Paul Hastings Associate Edgar Khalatian, who has been working on land use and entitlement-related issues on the project, said that the 

project was scaled back due to challenges presented by the current economic situation. The plans originally called for a 40-story tower, 

but the tallest component of the project will now top out at 28 stories.  

According to Khalatian, the Columbia Square project will house three restaurants, 1,770 parking spaces and will be Silver LEED certified. 

Entertainment-related tenants are expected to occupy the office space and a high-end hotel operator is expected to operate the hotel.  

The project will next go in front of the City of Los Angelesõ Planning and Land Use Commit-

tee, before going in front of City Council. City Council approval is anticipated in Q1 of 2010.  

A project timeline has not been created as of yet, according to Khalatian. Once construction 

does commence, Khalatian said that it will begin with the rehabilitation of the historic CBS 

buildings that face Sunset Boulevard (and once housed CBS radio and television stations, 

and served as the location of the filming of the òI Love Lucyó pilot) before the rest of the 

project is built.

Andrews International has completed its third year as the security provider for the Sunset & Vine BID 

and its sister BID ñ the Hollywood Entertainment District. During 2009, Andrews moved beyond a strict 

enforcement strategy and placed an emphasis on being a true community partner.    

Andrews currently has a total of 31 officers patrolling both BIDs ñ 14 of which are full-time employees. 

Patrol hours are 6 a.m. to 8 p.m. Monday through Saturday and 10 a.m. to 6 p.m. on Sundays. Here is 

a look back at some of 2009õs notable happenings and trends.  

Andrews made a total of 447 arrests in the Sunset & Vine BID, with more than 62 percent of those 

being alcohol related.  

Andrews handled a total of 1,053 radio calls for service and made approximately 980 visits to 

Sunset & Vine BID businesses to check out potential problems or issues, or meet with business 

owners or operators regarding specific security concerns. 

Andrews made a total of 659 homeless referrals in the Sunset & Vine BID.  

Andrews made a personal investment to the overall safety of the Sunset & Vine BID by adding two 

T-3 patrol vehicles to their fleet, giving officers increased mobility and a greater command           

presence throughout the BID. 

Andrews continued to use an approach based on partnering with various cityðbased organizations 

and service providers to help to improve the quality of life in the Sunset & Vine BID. Pooling      

resources from various partners ñ the Los Angeles Police Department , Department of Transporta-

tion, Bureau of Street Enforcement, City Attorneyõs Office, Council-District 13, People Assisting the 

Homeless (PATH), and more ñ has helped Andrews greatly increase their impact in the BID. 

On Dec. 18, Andrews held its annual officer appreciation lunch to thank the BID officers for their 

efforts in 2009. LAPD Capt. Beatrice Girmala and Deputy Chief McCarthy were in attendance to 

thank the officers for a job very well done.
